Make sure you are
registered to vote

v

You can register at any time up to
8 p.m. on Election Day at the
Clerk’s office. If you're registering
another way, your voter
registration application must be
received or postmarked at least
15 days before the election.

Register and Vote on the Same
Day

You can register to vote and vote
in person on Election Day at the
Clerk’s office. You'll need to bring
your proof of eligibility and
residency.

Early Voting Options

v Online and mail requests for an absent voter ballot
must be received by City Clerk no later than 5 p.m. the
Friday before the election. If you're already registered
at your current address, you can request an absent
voter ballot in person at your clerk’s office anytime up
to 4 p.m. on the day prior to the election.

v" If you're registering to vote or updating your address F
by appearing at your clerk’s office on Election Day, you &
can request an absent voter ballot at the same time :
you register. If you request your AV ballot the day -
before the election or on Election Day, you must vote »r!
the ballot in the clerk's office. &

v Your completed absentee ballot should be received by
the Clerk’s Office by 8 p.m. on Election Day.



In-Person Voting Options

v On Election Day, registered voters must vote at
their local polling place. Unregistered voters must
go to their clerk’s office to register and vote there
or at their polling place.

v You can look up the locations of your clerk’s
offices and your polling place in the voter
information section on the Michigan Voter
Information Center website

v You will be asked to show ID when you check in
to vote. If you don’t have one, you can still
vote. If this happens, expect a poll worker to ask
you to sign a form before you vote that explains
you didn’t have an ID. Your ballot will be included
with all others and counted on Election Day.
