appointments, 10 Mile or 12 Mile? The Compliance Manager, Alicia Miller
stated that there was a need to transfer to SMART paratransit.

e How is the transfer between DDOT Paratransit and SMART Paratransit set
up? The ADA Coordinator will send a follow up email to the LAC members
containing the DDOT Paratransit Service Are map, the transfer process
between DDOT and SMART Paratransit, and an update on any new
Paratransit services.

e Tamara Perrin suggests having ASL at all LAC meetings. Compliance
Manager- Alicia Miller states that they are present at all LAC meetings.
