The City of Detroit aimsto establish a program to prevent
Detroiters from experiencing homel essness that were
previously being served by Covid-19 resources. It is critical
that supportive services are brought online to support
Detroiters that need safe and affordable housing. As a socia
determinant of health markedly highlighted throughout the
pandemic, secure housing not only stabilizes individual
households, it also improves the health, quality of life, and
neighborhood stability throughout Detroit. The Housing
Services Office is structured to meet arange of housing
relocation needs faced by residents and tenants through an
internal continuum of services — as a participant’s housing
needs change, so does the type of services available to them
within the program.

The main areas of work are: 1) The Intake and Assessment
Team will receive inquiries from residents with awide array
of housing needs from an external call center. Thisintake
and assessment team will gather details about the housing
status of the caller, specifically branching into three scopes
of need; 2) Emergency Services will respond to residents
who have been displaced by building fires, evictions, and

The Detroit Police Department (DPD) isinvesting in
equipment and supporting services to increase public safety
through reduction of gun violence in Detroit. Due to the
COVID-19 pandemic, there has been an increase in gun
related violence throughout the city. In Detroit, compared to
2019, our homicidesincreased 17% in 2020 and 12% in
2021. For nonfatal shootings, also compared to 2019, there
was an increase of 53% in 2020 and 39% in 2021. This
project will invest ARPA funds into three different scopes of
equipment; Mobile Surveillance Towers will be used to
monitor large crowds and increase DPD presence during
events; the department's V ehicle Recognition Cameras will
be expanded to 75 additional intersections in the highest
violent crime areas; and fifty investigative vehicles to
resolve a current shortage and ensure timely investigation.




The project team has executed contracts for the mobile
surveillance towers, investigative vehicles, and vehicle
recognition camera system expansion.

JumpStart targets Detroit residents who are in need of job
training or work experience and traditionally hard to reach
for workforce programming. The program enrolls
participantsin a Detroit At Work (DAW) program and
provides stipends for up to 18 months as they compl ete the
program. The stipend gradually decreases over the course of
an 18-month period, supporting participants as they gain
skills that lead to higher paying roles.

This program design leverages grassroots nonprofit and
advocacy organizations, and includes a capacity-building
component for In-Detroit Organizations. This ensures
detailed demographic data collection, and a trusted point of
contact for recruitment and engagement of participants.

Individuals representing the grassroots organizations are
referred to as resource navigators, who are responsible for
enrolling participants and provide guidance through the
18-month program. Resource navigators complete
comprehensive training for capacity building in recruitment
and retention of participants. Navigators work with
participants to enroll in appropriate DAW programs and
navigate the full breadth of workforce and socia service
resources available to Detroiters on the local, state, and
federal levels.

JumpStart targets Detroiters 18 or older who have been
unemployed for at least 24 weeks. Participants complete job
readiness training prior to starting work experiences.
Participants also attend regular financial literacy/planning
coaching provided by the program or approved by their
assigned DAW career coach.

The proposal is to establish a Community Violence
Intervention (CVI1) program. The mission isto
prevent/reduce gun violence in Detroit through
evidence-informed strategies and community engagement.
Several grassroots organizations and community
interventions have aimed to reduce Detroit’ s gun violence
crisis, however Detroit is alarge city spread over 139 square
miles and each neighborhood's characteristics (socia and
physical environments) vary and require different
approaches for reducing crime and violence.

The Detroit Police Department (DPD) provides public safety
for residents and visitorsin Detroit through law enforcement
and community policing. DPD is using the ARPA grant to
repair their training facility located at 6050 Linwood Street,
Detroit, M1 48208. Originally, this building was constructed
in the 1980s as amiddle school, but it has since been used as
atraining center for the continuing education of existing
sworn members. The City of Detroit’s Construction
Demolition Department identified the following items to be
revitalized inside the Linwood facility: fresh paint, flooring,
lighting, fire alarm upgrade, new electric panels, and
elevator repairs. For the exterior portion of campus, DPD
contracted DLZ Construction for $102,400 to design amore
efficient parking lot and repair the existing trench drains.
Theinterior construction work began in the summer of 2023,
and new classroom and office furniture will be installed
post-construction. Since the COVID pandemic, there has
been an increase in gun related violence throughout the city.
In Detroit, compared to 2019, our homicides increased 17%
in 2020 and 12% in 2021. For nonfatal shootings, also
compared to 2019, there was an increase of 53% in 2020 and
39% in 2021. Improving training will improve officer
readiness and address the pandemic-related increase in gun
violence and increased demands on the DPD. The
state-of-good-repair improvements in this project will
improve the technological and service capacity of the
facility, increasing building performance and improving the
quality of trainings provided.

(DPD) work in reducing pandemic-related gun violence and
crimein Detroit. Since the COVID pandemic, there has been
an increase in gun violence throughout all the major citiesin
America. Also occurring in the pandemic is the loss of
interested individual s due to the increased violence and fear
of the transmission of COVID. The facilities are the location
where cadets receive their training curriculum and ongoing
mandatory and elective trainings. The facility repairs
included in this project will improve building performance
and, in turn, improve training outcomes for members of the
DPD force. These expenditures are an investment in existing
DPD training center which currently does not meet the
threshold of State-of-Good Repair. Without these needed
repairs, building systems such as the elevators, electrical,
and HVAC will frequently break down, disrupting training
programs and hurting program outcomes. Alternatives
considered for providing afacility necessary to deliver the
DPD programs include: renovate the existing Training
Center, renovate another existing building, or build
ground-up. The current renovation of the existing DPD
Training Center is budgeted at $10,392,466, which will
include interior and exterior improvements. - Renovating
Another Building: $36M. Thiswill require expanding a
buildout, since we do not own abuilding in asimilar scale. -
New 240,000 SF Ground-Up Training Facility: $58M.
