The City has recently proposed a truck ordinance
and subsequent associated truck network that
will impact Delray. The proposed network, once
approved will be the city's first designated truck
route network.

The Delray Framework adopts all proposed truck
routes from the proposed network with the
exception of the route that is proposed at
Forman Street.

The existing Forman Park is planned for future
stormwater improvements and potential
nonmotorized boat access to the Rouge River.
