July 28th Resident Council Meeting Highlights 

Special guest Councilmember Gabriela Santiago-Romero began the meeting by introducing herself to the
CKG Tenant Council and gave a brief history of her background and what brought her to the City Council.
Environmental justice, housing, transit, and enriching resources in the neighborhood are some key issues
her administration have been focusing. She encouraged CKG tenant council to reach out to her office with
any issues they may be facing.  

Claudia Sanford Director of Tenant Organizing and Housing Placement facilitated a discussion with
tenants. Residents filled out questionnaires to help inform community partners about what concerns
need to be addressed at CKG and to access residents understanding of the CNI grant. 

Rebecca Labov from the City of Detroit Housing and Revitalization Department spoke in further detail
about the CNI grant and answered questions from residents about the development phases. 

To end the meeting UCHC representative, Claudia Sanford, suggested that residents sign up to
participate in break out committees. Members of committees will provide input on planning events and
provide recommendations to management and the development team.
