For example, revenue from Water 
& Sewerage is used solely by the 
Water and Sewerage Department

The City needs to have 
a balanced budget

This means that the money it 
plans to spend must match the 
revenues it expects to receive 

during the fiscal year

"Other"
Revenue Streams

This includes money from court 
fines & fees, parking fines & fees, 
licenses, permits, inspections, and 
emergency medical services fees
