OVERALL PRIORITY RESULTS
FEBRUARY 22, 2024

More than 250 votes were cast, 
and of the high priority votes, 
dumping reduction, safe streets, 
Fenkell development and basic 
needs/resources were the most 
frequent high priority projects.

Expanding internet access and 
support local capacity received 
more low priority votes than 
high priority votes. Zoning 
changes had 6 low priority and 
11 high priority votes.
