2. Consolidated Plan – Workplan/Schedule Management: A detailed 
project schedule workplan including timelines of deliverables according 
to the Consolidated Plan and NRSA timelines.

3.  Approach to developing resident-facing materials: Demonstrates 
practical ability of developing resident-facing materials including  
design meeting materials, surveys and other pertinent outreach 
information

4. Experience developing user-experience for stakeholders: Past project 
experience in the City of Detroit. Experience of proposed project 
leaders/team members working with Detroit residents, community 
organizations, and/or stakeholder groups. Demonstrated knowledge of 
City of Detroit neighborhoods.

5. Consolidated Plan and NRSA – Experience and Qualifications: 
Successful examples of administering all elements of the Consolidated 
Plan and NRSA process. Demonstrated expertise in data collection, 
analysis, and mapping. Successful examples of effective and 
innovative public engagement techniques and meeting facilitation. 
Strong record of performance on projects completed within urban 
municipalities. Experience of proposed project leaders/team members
