Hi Audra,

Thank you again for helping us with 8022 Kercheval. As requested at our hearing last week,
we’re obtaining more info regarding the existing windows and proposed replacement brick
this week. 

We reached out to our brick representative at Belden Brick, and he presented us with two
bricks options that most closely match the original. He also explained how the color variation
of both the proposed bricks is a result of the firing process within 100-year-old kilns in Ohio
that would have been the same process the original bricks underwent. The existing bricks are
"standard size” (2-1/4" x 8” x 3-5/8”). Both brick options are available in any amounts in
"modular size” (2-1/4” x 7-5/8” x 3-5/8”); but standard size is not used very much nowadays,
and would be considered a special order with a minimum quantity requirement. Since we
would only need 1-2 pallets (500-1000 bricks) for this project, we would have to piggy-back
off someone else’s larger order to get the bricks in standard size (if/when available), which
could pose complications with the project schedule. See attached for his exact response. 

We have both brick samples currently at the building. Please let us know when we could meet
you or any other staff member at the site so you can see the samples as requested. We’d like to
get a sample approved so that we can be prepared to order the infill brick at a standard size
if/when it becomes available. Just to reiterate, while we may be able to salvage and reuse some
existing brick, portions of the veneer will need to be replaced with new bricks. We know it’s
as important to HDC as it is to us to get  matching bricks for this project, so we’re hoping we
can get the sample approved ASAP to give us the best chance of making that happen. 

In regards to the conversation about the possibility of repairing or replacing the windows, we
are meeting with two window restoration companies this week to obtain their assessment, and
will forward to staff for review once we hear back.

At current, we do not have any Madrid available in a standard size. We can likely come up with the small
quantity you need in a MODULAR size. Standard size are only available for special production orders. The
minimum order quantity for standard size is typically between 10,000 and 30,000 pcs pending on the color
and manufacturer. Manufacturers are phasing out standard size brick.


We may be able to get 470-479 light range in standard size if we can get an order together soon but the
current climate of the brick market doesn’t really allow for lengthy approval processes and “picky-eaters”..


If approval extends much longer we will likely not have anything in ANY size to offer that matches the color
of this building.


I hope this is somehow helpful, and not discouraging! I really am an advocate for brick! (not so much
politics)

Thank you for your detailed report and diligent analysis of our proposal. My partner Mollie and I, as well as the four owners (Lindsay, Blake, David, and Lily) will be in physical attendance at the meeting on Wednesday. 

 

We would like to provide some clarifications concerning the items recommended for denial:

 

		Our contractor, Calvin Garfield of Maxwell Construction, provided the attached statement about the brick veneer at the front facade. It is his seasoned opinion that the current condition of the structural ties and veneer will require a total rebuild, and it will not be structurally possible to patch and repair. While some of the existing bricks may be able to be salvaged, cleaned, and reinstalled; some ares will still require new bricks to be used. We have confirmed with Belden Brick that the proposed new brick (Madrid BLD 20-20) would be able to be fabricated to the exact same dimensions of the existing brick to make as seamless of a transition as possible.

		We agree that it is very important to retain the window character, and were able to track down an alternative replacement brick mold profile (Stratton A1449) that offers a much closer match to the existing than the one initially proposed. Also, please be aware that there are two window openings on the east side facade that are missing windows completely and will need new replacements to be approved. 

		We will be meeting H&R Window Repair next week to review the condition of the existing windows and assess the possibility of repair. However, their initial appraisal from photos of all windows is that the sashes would have to be replaced using a conversion kit that would install within the existing frame. 




 

Please incorporate the attached contractor’s opinions and alternative replacement brick mold profiles drawings within the staff report and/or submitted materials so that we may weigh the information with the commissioners.
