Double lock bore, 2-3/4" backset
Dark bronze adjustable sill

New custom door will be made of wood and painted black
Proportions will match existing proportions

Trim and casing will match existing casing

Plan to salvage brick molding




We are opting for full replacement rather than repair as most items need replacement due to
non-original and/or damaged. It is recommended by our door company that creating/replacing
the full unit is the only way to ensure uniformity and longevity/functionality. Our experience with
local historic restoration companies have been a nightmare and we do have the ability to go
years without a functioning front door as we’ve gone with our historic window restoration.
